Christmas Chocolates in Mosney 
A recent Ballinteer parish worker lived for several years within the  Irish Direct Provision system for 
asylum seekers and refugees. In April 2014 her story moved a group of volunteers from Ballinteer 
and Dundrum parishes to go to Mosney Direct Provision Centre and throw a fun family Easter 
celebration.  
Two years on, we had a fun weekly youth group who were  giving practical assistance to some 
residents to move out, had  helped with a summer camp, had run  a 12 week youth Alpha Course  
and linked this  group  with a local church. 
Mosney had asked that we would not begin something we could not continue and last year as an 
answer to prayers the volunteer agency “Serve the City” came on board to continue this work for 
us.  
The hand stretched out from Ballinteer has led to many bridges being built.  
There are now 260 families in Mosney, with more on the way. For 2 years the Parish has provided 
each family with sweets for Christmas, a small joy and a luxury that many would never consider 
buying for themselves.  
If you would like to give sweets, they can be left at the ambo  in the church before 7.00pm next 
Sunday evening 11th December. We are looking for a size similar to the €5 boxes currently on 
sale. Feel free to stick on a Christmas note if you like!
